MISSION
Social Development International facilitates social and economic empowerment of teen mothers in communities, enabling their participation in the process of building a more developed, integrated, egalitarian, peaceful, and sustainable nation state. Through our partnership with gender & women empowerment programmes, and entrepreneurship and advocacy organizations, we seek to create a connection between empowerment, entrepreneurship and advocacy using a 3 pronged approach that focuses on:
1. Gender Advocacy and Parity – works with girls, women and the public on gender challenges and opportunities. It provides them with training in entrepreneurship, care practices, leadership, women’s rights and advocacy, and teaches them how to tackle community issues that will impact their lives; while helping them to use their skills and voices to advocate for positive solutions to those issues.
2. Public Engagement – informs and engages the public by using women entrepreneurship and advocacy skills to create a platform and other public manifestation to increase awareness of the issues facing teen mothers.
3. Policy Change – partners with women and gender, advocacy and community organizations to implement creative strategies that use women entrepreneurship and voices to strengthen campaigns to improve our families and communities.

IMPACT

To date, SDI Cameroon has worked with more than 300 women in Molyko, Tole, Muyuka, Muea, Bomaka, Bolifamba, Mutengene and Batoke, among other communities. Participants have learned to use entrepreneurship as both a vehicle for self development and an advocacy tool. SDI is currently focused on the issues and challenges concerning the risky and most vulnerable population in Fako. Currently, 70% of teen mothers have not graduated from primary or high school, not to mention university. Only 5% go to high school/university and can boast of being independent and having a voice in the community. In order to address this issue and its implications, teen mothers themselves must have the opportunity to help shape the community’s education and training policies, so that they can develop their skills and acquire new ones.
